Level of accommodations is based on testing & 

program. Level I accommodations are provided by the classroom teacher. Level II accommodations 

are available for students who are officially enrolled in one of our Learning Center programs 

following the guidelines administered by our Learning Center director.  

 

Faculty and/or Parent Checklist completed and forward 

to the Learning Center Director. 

The Learning Center Director confers with the teacher, observes student in the 

classroom as time permits, and collects class work pertinent to student’s struggles. 

The Learning Center Director confers with the appropriate 

administration. 

Teacher with the Learning Center Director arranges a parent conference to discuss 

options, including, but not limited to, classroom modifications, testing, intervention, 

skill building, etc. 

 

Concern expressed to the Learning Center Director by parent/faculty about student. 

If testing is warranted,

chosen, LC Director will provide enrollment
